Out of a million signals on
the band, Coleman picked up a call
from England. After a few words in
code back and forth, the ecall was
found to be from London and the
sender was a man named Brown. It
was soon found out that Brown had
gone to S. M. A. and had lived in the
United States, but was now connect-
ed with a shipping concern in Lon-
don. Coleman also learned that
Brown first found interest in wire-
less while a student at Staunton
and had followed it through as a
hobby. Many questions were asked
about the school, and before the con-
nection was broken, Brown left the
message that he still has a longing
and a desire to visit S. M. A.

JOHN ARMSTRONG WILL
RECEIVE FIRST HONOR

One hundred and five cadets will
receive academic awards for profici-
ency in their studies during the first
quarter, according to an order issued
from the headmaster’'s office. Seven
men will receive the Order of the
First Class, fifty the Order of the
Second Class, and 118 the Order of
the Third Class, while Cadet John
Armstrong, of Pelham, N. Y. will
receive the Order of Highest Award.

The decorations awarded for ac-
ademic work are small metal bars
covered with the school colors, and
are worn on the uniform blouse.
These bars are marked to indicate
the different classes of the awards.

The Highest Award is given to the
cadet having the highest average in
the corps for the term. The Order of
the First Class is composed of those
cadets who have an average of 90 or
above, with no grade less than 80.
The Order of the Second Class will be
those averaging between 80 and 90,
with no mark less than 70, and the
Order of the Third Class those aver-
aging 70 to 79, with no grade lower
than passing.

An unusual feature of the decora-
tion list for the past quarter is the
fact that more cadets made an aver-
age of 80 and above than the num-
her averaging 70 per cent. Usually
the Order of the Third Class out-
numbers all the other orders put to-
gether.
The awarding of the decorations
will take place at the next Monday
morning assembly, said the headmas-
ter.

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S. M. A. Soundly Whipped
By Navy Plebe Eleven

The reputation for strength of the
Navy Plebes eleven beat S. M. A. at
Annapolis last Saturday, forty-six to
nothing. Staunton’s warriors, scared
to death, let the Navy run over them
for six touchdowns in a sorry first
half.

But our boys braced in the second
half to prove that they could play on
nearly even terms, allowing Navy one
hard-earned touchdown.

In spite of warnings and en-
couragements, the Blue and Gold
started the game with a well-devel-
oped case of the “jitters.” Navy used
three teams, each as a complete unit,
in the first half, but Staunton could
not hold any one of them. In the
second half, however, our eleven
stopped cold the first team, headed
by Wood, last year’s strongest offens-
ive back at S. M. A. Judged on this
basis, Staunton’s comeback turned a
washout into the well-known ‘““moral
victory.”

Breaking through the Staunton de-
fense almost at once, the “Plebes’”
first team scored four touchdowns in
the first quarter. After a Staunton
punt to midfield Wood, of the Navy,
went through left tackle for nine-
teen yards. In the next series of
downs Whitehead completed a pass
to Wood, who ran twelve yards for
the first score.

Navy, having kicked off to Staun- |

ton, recovered a fumble on the first
play on the Staunton sixteen-yard
line. Three line plays plus an offside
penalty accounted for the next score.

A third touchdown was even quick-
er, Schupska having kicked off over
the goal, Navy made two yards on a
reverse from Wood to Gillette. On
the next play Wood put on steam
around right end, got away, and ran
seventy-eight yards for a touchdown.

The fourth in the series came
shortly after Whitehead returned
Staunton’s kickoff from his own goal
to Staunton’s twelve-yard line, a total
of eighty-eight yards.

The second team scored another
touchdown when Laux’s pass was in-
tercepted on Staunton’s thirty-five-
yard line by Anderson. A final first
half touchdown resulted when Schup-
ska’s punt was blocked, and was re-

covered by Durette behind the Staun- |/

ton goal.

The second half saw complete re-
versal of form, with S. M. A. holding
everything Navy’s first team had to
offer throughout the third quarter
and part of the fourth. Navy scored
a final touchdown about one minute
before the end of the game, getting
nothing through the line, but run-
ning the ends for a total of twenty-
five yards and passing for a total of
fifty-four.

In this second half Staunton was
seldom in trouble and threatened to
score three times, coming closest af-
ter Schupska intercepted a pass by
Shields, but losing the ball on a fum-
ble on the twenty-one-yard line.
