Dr. Mann Heads Zoological
Expedition To East Indies

Prominent Alumnus Is Veteran
of Numerous Big Game
Expeditions

Dr. William M. Mann, director of
National Zoological Park, Washing-
ton, D. C., will lead a collecting ex-
pedition to the East Indian islands
this winter for the purpose of getting
live specimens for the Zoo. The ex-
pedition is co-sponsored by the Ge-
ographic Society and the Smithsonian
Institution.

“Sumatra has just about every-
thing,” said the director. “It's a
paradise—apes, rhinos, elephants,

tigers, leopards, pythons, fine birds,
and so on. Naturally, we hope to
bring back lots of things. But it’s in
the lap of the gods.”

Dr. Mann is a veteran of numerous
big game expeditions, but his last one
was in 1931 when he went to British
Guiana.

Is S. M. A. Graduate

Dr. Mann, who graduated from
Staunton Military Academy in 1906,
began going on scientific hunts short-
ly after receiving his A.B. degree
from Stanford in 1911. He was as-
sistant director of the Mulford Bio-
logical Exploration, Amazon River
Basin, in 1921-22, and headed the
Chrysler-Smithsonian expedition to
Africa in 1926. He has been Zoo di-
rector since 1925.

He and Mrs. Mann have made
three trips in the last decade, pitch-
ing their camps at various times in
Dutch and British Guiana, Honduras,
Panama, Guatemala, and the West
Indies.

To Sail From Seattle

The party will sail for Sumatra
from Seattle shortly after New
Year’s, stop briefly in Japan, the
Philippines and Singapore. They will
take with them ‘“‘mercy traps’ and a
number of special cases.

Letters From Old Boys

(Editor’'s Note:—One source of
satisfaction in getting together this
page is the letters we receive from
alumni. In response to The Kable-
gram sent out in October, communi-
cations came literally from the four
corners of the United States—Maine,
Washington, Porto Rico, and Cali-
fornia. Below we are printing a let-
ter from California, written by Rex
Hardy of the class of 1908.)

October 19, 1936.
Editor,
The Kablegram,
Staunton Military Academy,
Staunton, Virginia.
Dear Sir:

As one gets older, fortunately, the
relativities of life become important,
but old associations fade unless a re-
newal of ancient scenes is possible.
After I left S. M. A. in June of 1908,
it was ten years before I was able to
get back there, and then I came as an
officer of the United States Army. I
recall distinctly going ‘“‘up the hill”’
one morning in November, 1918, for
the purpose of calling on ‘““Young
Bill” (the late Col. W. H. Kable). I
knocked at the door, which was
promptly opened by an old colored
servant and I inquired for Colonel
Kable. A voice boomed out of the
breakfast room telling me to come
in. I went to the door, saluted, and
“Young Bill” looked up and said,
‘‘Hello, Hardy, come in.”

The moral of this escapes me be-
cause when it is rememberd that I
had left S. M. A. as a youth and re-
turned as a man, and yet was recog-
nized instantly, the inquiry immedi-
ately arises as to what kind of an
impression I had made upon ‘“Young
Bill” during my years at S. M. A. I
prefer to believe that he recalled me
with fondness, and the above noted
instance was but a further demon-
stration of his remarkable memory.

Last summer, after another lapse
of eighteen years, I was fortunate
again in being in the vicinity of
Staunton and in ‘“‘going up the hill.”
I am frank to state that I had some
difficulty in getting there because of
the change in approaches and en-
vironment, but the old barracks
looked just like the same and I got
a great kick out of going up to my
old room—215—and looking it over.

Today brings the October 9th issue
of “The Kablegram’ and I find my
name listed as one of the summer
visitors. I have also noted with in-
terest the letter of Clyde Winchell,
whom I remember, and I note the
names of ‘““boys’ that I remember,
namely, George D. Wing, Buzz Craw-
ford, Norman Robblee, Arthur Fant,
Juvenal, Kerr, Hale, Big Smith,
Speedy Brooks (my old room-mate),
and many others. It is a breath of
youth to read ‘“The Kablegram’ and
I want to assure you that I look back
at my days at S. M. A. with the
fondest of recollections. I think it
is great that the other alumni have
similar feelings, so well expressed
by Winchell in his recollection of the
old days.

Thank you for putting me on your
mailing list, and I will always be hap-
py to have word from S. M. A.

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A.M.A. Held To 13-13 Tie
In Annual Gridiron Meet

Laux, McNair, and Shaw Star For
The Home Team

Before the largest crowd of the
season and amid the keenest rivalry,
Staunton Military Academy football
team battled the strongly favored A.
M. A. eleven to a 13-13 tie score on
Kable Field Friday, November twen-
tieth, in their annual gridiron meet-
ing. Apparently outclassed early in
the game, the Staunton team dug in
deeper on the defense, and then
launched a powerful offensive drive
that culminated in two touchdowns
and an extra point from a placement
kick after the first touchdown. The
close struggle kept the interest of the
spectators, who packed both stands
and thronged along the side lines, at
fever pitch. Both elevens received
many off-side penalties through over-
eagerness, nullifying one touchdown
and several long gains. Wilson’s in-
terception of an A. M. A. pass in the
fourth quarter was the decisive break
in the game for Staunton, and mark-
ed the beginning of the seventy-yard
offensive which led to the second
S. M. A. touchdown.

The music and brilliantly executed
letters by the S. M. A. Band during
the intermission between the halves
was a noteworthy feature of the con-
test between thes two rival military
academies of the Shenandoah Valley.

Shortly after the opening whistle
Augusta scored its first touchdown,
when Edge took the S. M. A. kickoif
at his goal line and returned it
twelve yards. Fox and Spencer then
picked up six yards through the line.
Edge then kicked a long punt down
to the S. M. A. twenty-eight-yard
line, where it was fumbled and re-
covered by a mass of A. M. A. play-
ers. Edge gained three yards and
passed to Spencer for fifteen yards
tor a first down. On the next play
Edge flipped a short pass in the right
flat zone to Fox, who ran ten yards to
score a touchdown standing ubp.
Edge’s try for the extra point was
good, and A. M. A. took an early
seven-point lead.

Undaunted by their rival’s lead,
Staunton also pushed over a touch-
down in this first quarter. After Ma-
tuza received the A. M. A. kickoff,
Jones punted on the next play to Fox,
who was unable to advance the ball.
Edge kicked a short punt out of
bounds. Jones then hit the center of
the A. M. A. line for four yards. On
the next play Laux broke loose for a
twenty-eight-yard run and crossed
the A. M. A. goal line, but the play
was called back, due to an offside
penalty. Schupska punted to Fox,
who returned the ball ten yards.
Michaux made two yards through the
line, but fumbled when tackled, and
Shaw recovered for S. M. A. Laux
made a first down through left
tackle. Then Laux threw a long ac-
curate pass to Matuza, who carried
the ball to the three-yard line. Schup-
ska carried the ball over the goal
line for the first S. M. A. touchdown,
and then his kick for the extra point
was good, tieing the score at seven to
seven.

During the second quarter no scor-
ing was done.

In the third period A. M. A. scored
her second touchdown after a long
march down the field, Zinkievich
making the score. He failed to kick
the extra point.

Near the end of the fourth quar-
ter S. M. A. tied the score again after
a series of good plays, McNair mak-
ing the touchdown on a long end run
behind fine interference. In the try
for point the ball was fumbled.

Tor S. M. A. the splendid defensive
work of the entire line and the brii-

liant playing of Laux, McNair, and
Shaw were the outstanding features,

S.M.A. 135-Lb. Football Team
Loses To A. M. A. Juniors

The S. M. A. 135-pound football
team met its fourth defeat of the
season on Echols Field, when its final
game was lost to the A. M. A. Juniors
by a score of thirty-four to seven.
The smoother working A. M. A. elev-
en wore down the Staunton defense
and made long gains at will toward
the close of the contest and pushed
over five touchdowns.

In the first quarter both 135-pound
teams played on fairly even terms,
with Shomo making a touchdown for
Augusta and Eglin scoring for S.
M. A., the result being a seven to
seven deadlock as the first
ended.

Near the end of the second quarter
Renfro crossed the S. M. A. goal line,
giving the Augusta 135-pound team a
fourteen to seven lead at half time.

Another touchdown was made by
Pedigo in the third quarter on a for-
ward pass into the end zone to put
A. M. A. in front by twenty-one to
seven,

Two more touchdowns were added
in the final quarter by Shomo and
Anderson to make the final score
thirty-four to seven in favor of A.
